 The Nicklaus Award is presented annually to the national player of the year in NCAA 

Divisions I, II and III and the NAIA.  

Lovemark secured the Nicklaus Award after he fired a final-round, six-under 64 for a nine-

under-par 271 total to win the individual title at the NCAA Men's Golf Championship on Saturday 

at the Golden Horseshoe Gold Course in Williamsburg.

He won the Pac-10 Championship, Big 

Ten/Pac-10 Challenge and the Oregon Duck Invitational. Lovemark also finished runner-up at both 

the NCAA West Regional and USC Collegiate Invitational, as well as third at the Inverness 

Intercollegiate Invitational and the CordeValle Collegiate. Lovemark also made the cut at both the 

Western Open and the Buick Invitational. He was a semifinalist for The Ben Hogan Award. 
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
